2. The assembly observed a moment of silencein recollection of Radio Amateurswho have

3. Mr. Sumner introduced Mr. Harold Kramer, WJ1B, as ARRL'sincoming Chief Oper ating
Officer. President Haynieintroduced the new Directorsand Vice Director s attending for thefirst
time, Mr. Dick Norton, N6AA and Mr. Ned Stearns, AA7A of the Southwestern Division, and
Mr. Brian Mileshosky, N5ZGT, of the Rocky Mountain Division. The President of the Radio
Amateursof Canada, Mr. Earle Smith, VEGNM, delivered his greetingsfrom RAC. Mr. Smith
expressed hisgratitudefor the continued good relations between the two or ganizations and the
attendance of President Haynieat RAC Board meetings. Mr. Oropeza, XE10, a past President of
FMRE, conveyed his greetings and theintentions of the FM RE officersto work towards
expanding Amateur Radio in Mexico and to cooperate with ARRL in any area possible.

4. Mr. Frenaye, as President, reported on the activities of the ARRL Foundation. He noted the
creation of the Jean Cebik Memorial scholarship. He also reported that 40 scholar ships averaging
$1000 each were awarded in 2004. The overall fund balance of the Foundation is static at about
$2.1 million.



5. On motion of Mr. Roderick, seconded by Mr. Bodson, the Board APPROVED thefollowing
items listed on the Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Minutes of 2004 Second M eeting.

b. Receipt of officers reports except for those of President Haynie, Treasurer McCobb,
Chief Executive Officer Sumner, and Chief Financial Officer Shelley, wher e discussion
had been requested.

c. Receipt of General Counsel'sreport.

d. Receipt of committee and coor dinator reports except those of the Administration and
Finance Committee, the Programsand Services Committee, the Election and Ethics
Committee, and the Ad Hoc 2005 National Convention Committee.

6. There were no proposalsfor amendmentsto the Articles of Association or Bylaws.

7. Presdent Haynie began his supplementary oral remarkswith congratulationsto I nter national
AffairsVice President Stafford on hiselection as President of IARU Region 2 at its 2004
conferencein Trinidad and Tobago. He outlined hisplansfor an upcomingtrip to Central
Americathat will include presentationsto gover nment education leader s about using Amateur
Radio to help promote lear ning electronics and technical trades. Hethen related his ever -present
concernsover ARRL member ship figuresand the recent declinein member ship. He added that
thereexistsayearly " churn” in member ship that affects most or ganizations.

8. Treasurer McCobb expanded upon hiswritten report with newsthat ARRL'sinvestment
portfolioisstrong and up over $1 million over the previousyear with the gain attributable mostly
to appreciation. He added that he expects a combination of higher dividendsand higher interest
ratesto improvethe portfolio'sincomein the coming years.

9. Mr. Sumner discussed thewritten report of the Chief Executive Officer and entertained
guestions about possible collaborationswith ssimilar organizationsto reach people who may find
second or third avocationsin Amateur Radio. ARRL has pursued such possibilities, most
recently through participation in the meetings of the U.S. Power Squadrons, a large boating
enthusiast group.

10. Chief Financial Officer Shelley supplemented hiswritten report with an overview of how
Fiscal Year 2004 saw ARRL return to a balanced budget through reduced expenses even though
revenues wer e generally down. Hereported that member ship numbers continueto trend
downward since the last FCC licensing action in 2000. The Board wasin recess from 10:10 AM
until 10:33 AM.

11. Mr. Chwat expanded hiswritten report with discussion of ARRL's strategy for the 109"
Congress. He believesthat this Congressisvery contentious and every effort by the L eague must
be made on the Hill to work towar ds supporting the vison of Amateur Radio'srolein emergency
communications. He also added that Broadband over Power Lines (BPL) isthe number one



priority of his staff, but it isa dull topic for most congressional staffs and will require creative
effort to overcome. He expectsthe Amateur Radio Spectrum Protection Act to bereintroduced in
the 109" Congr ess by Repr esentative Bilir akis and to continue to gain support.

12. On motion of Mr. Stafford, seconded by Mr. Butler, it was unanimoudy VOTED that the
Secretary of the American Radio Relay L eagueisinstructed to cast a vote on behalf of the
American Radio Relay Leaguein favor of International Amateur Radio Union proposal #240,
concer ning the admission of the Association des Radioamateur s de Guinée (ARGUI) into the
International Amateur Radio Union. The Board wasin recessfor luncheon from 11:55 PM until
1:15 PM when the group gathered for a photograph session. At 1:25 PM the Board reconvened
with all persons hereinbefore mentioned.

13. Mr. Sumner showed a new ARRL video public service announcement that was produced by
Mr. Jerry Martin, KC9BDA, of Libertyville, Illinois. The video was based on text written by
ARRL Media and Public Relations Manager Allen Pitts, W1AGP, with voice-over assistance
from member s of the Broadcast Employees Amateur Radio Society in New York City. On
motion of Mr. Isely, seconded by the entire Board, it was unanimously VOTED that the Chief
Executive Officer istowritelettersof gratitude to the volunteersfor their work. Mr. Chwat and
Mr. DeWatersleft the meeting at 1:30 PM.

14. At thispoint the Chair opened nominationsfor the office of Chief Operating Officer. Mr.
Sumner nominated Mr. Kramer. On motion of Mr. Morton, seconded by Mr. Bodson, it was
VOTED to close nominations, whereupon the Chair declared Mr. Kramer elected as Chief
Operating Officer (Applause).

15. The Chair opened nominationsfor Director members of the Executive Committee for one-
year terms. Mr. Roderick nominated Mr. Walstrom, Mr. Isely, Mr. Butler, and Mr. Fallon. Mr.
Isely nominated Mr. Roderick. On motion of Mr. Frenaye, seconded by Mr. Bodson, it was
VOTED to close nominations. On motion of Mr. Harrison, seconded by Mr. Day, it wasVOTED
that a single ballot be cast for these candidates, whereupon the Chair declared the nominees, as
listed, elected as Executive Committee member s (Applause).

16. The Chair opened nominationsfor ARRL Foundation Directors. Mr. Isely nominated Mr.
Gene Hastings, W1VRK, Mr. Béellows, and Mr. Milnes. On motion of Mr. Vallio, seconded by
Mr. Walstrom, it was VOTED to close nominations. Balloting not being required, the Chair
declared the nominees elected for three-year termsas Directors of the ARRL Foundation
(Applause).

17. Mr. Harrison gavethereport of the Executive Committee, the bulk of which concerned the
ARRL'sdraft petition to the FCC concerning band segmentation by bandwidth. Hereported that
the committee recommended some changesto the petition, including increasing the bandwidth
allowed in a portion of the 30 meter band for non-telephony emissions. Additionally the
committee recommended changesto some Standing orders.

18. On motion of Mr. Bellows, seconded by Mr. Morton, it wasVOTED that Standing Orders5,
12, 21, 22, 26, 27, 28, 39, 40, 41, 42, 44, 46, 47, 49, 50, 51, and 56 ar e her eby deleted; and



Standing Orders 2, 9, 13, 19, 23, 33, 43, and 52 are amended as proposed by the Executive
Committee.

19. On motion of Mr. Bellows, seconded by Mr. Walstrom it was unanimously VOTED that the
ARRL 2004 International Humanitarian Award be awarded to Dr. Glenn R. Johnson, W0GJ, of
Bemidji, Minnesota, to recognize his contributions as a medical emissary to Bhutan, and for the
numer oustimes he has practiced and taught Amateur Radio in that developing country
(Applause.)

20. On motion of Mr. Walstrom, seconded by Mr. Fallon, the following resolution was
unanimously ADOPTED:

WHEREAS, the ARRL Board of Directorsin July, 2003 or dered the establishment of an
ad hoc committee of membersto develop a compr ehensive program to enhancethe
current ARES emer gency communications capability to include rapid and accur ate
handling of long range (inter state, national, and inter national) emer gency
communications; and

WHEREAS, thisad hoc committeg, later referred to as ARESCOM, has been congtituted
and hasworked tirelessly to not only completeits appointed task, but has also
implemented and made available as an additional ARES tool a working network; and

WHEREAS, the ARRL Board of Directorsin July, 2004 encour aged the deployment of

e-mail via Amateur Radio (such asWinlink 2000) as an additional emer gency capability
provided to agencies served by ARES and requested ARESCOM to extend itseffortsto

concludein January 2005; and

WHEREAS, the ARESCOM participants have worked tirelessy and professionally to
completeitsappointed task and develop and implement a working, functional network to
serve ARES,

NOW BE IT RESOLVED, that the ARRL Board of Directors extendsitsfull
appreciation to all of those who served as members of ARESCOM for their personal and
professional contributionsin both completing the assigned task and making an
implemented, functional network availableto ARES.

21. Following further discussion of the Programs and Services Committee'sreport, during which
timethe Board wasin recess from 2:37 PM until 3:02 PM, on motion of Mr. Bodson, seconded
by Mr. Butler, the following resolution was unanimously ADOPTED:

WHEREAS, the VEC system, and more particularly the ARRL VEC hasrecently
celebrated its 20" anniversary of serviceto theamateur community; and

WHEREAS, volunteer examiner s have contributed thousands of hours;



BE IT RESOLVED, that the ARRL Board implement a listing of volunteer examination
participation by state and callsign to be published and availableto all viathe ARRL web
Site.

22. On motion of Mr. Day, seconded by Mr. Fuller, it was moved that Standing Order 04-1.39 is
amended toread: " The Board of Directorsauthorizesthe attendance of Vice Directorsat Board
meetings. Expensesfor attendance will be char geable to the Board M eeting account.” After
discussion, on motion of Mr. Bodson, seconded by Mr. Butler, it was VOTED to call the
question. The question then being on the original motion, same was ADOPTED.

23. On motion of Mr. Day, seconded by Mr. Frenaye, it was M OVED that the 2005-2006 Plan as
proposed isaccepted. After discussion, the motion FAILED. On motion of Mr. Milnes, asa
member of the prevailing side on the previous vote, seconded by Mr. Isely, also a member of the
prevailing side, it was VOTED to reconsider the previous motion. On motion of Mr. Day,
seconded by Mr. Butler it wasVOTED that the 2005-2006 Plan as proposed is accepted.

24. On motion of Ms. Craigie, seconded by Mr. Harrison, the following resolution was
unanimously ADOPTED:

WHEREAS, the Industry Advisory Council was established by the ARRL Board of
Directorsin 1992 as a result of long-range planning recommendations; and

WHEREAS, subsequent changesin Amateur Radio and in the structure of the
Headquarters staff have brought ARRL and industry closer together in moreregular and
efficient dialogue and cooper ation; and

WHEREAS, the Industry Advisory Council, which involves only a few entities from
Amateur Radio'sfor-profit sector, isno longer the best approach the L eague can taketo
promote and maintain open two-way communication and active cooper ation with
indugtry;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that theIndustry Advisory Council is
dissolved; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the ARRL Board of Directorssincer ey thanksall
the companieswhich have participated in the Industry Advisory Council during the past
twelve yearsand looks forward to futureinnovative, cooper ative effortsin the best
interests of Amateur Radio.

25. Mr. Fallon, as Chairman of both the Election and Ethics Committee and the Ad Hoc

L egidative Action Committee, presented reports pertaining to both committees, with an
extended explanation of the proposed plansfor a Grassr oots L egidative Action plan. On motion
of Mr. Fallon, seconded by Mr. Weaver, it was VOTED that the ARRL Board affirmsand
supportsthe ARRL Grassroots L egidative Action Plan and asksthat it be implemented
immediately.



26. On motion of Mr. Walstrom, seconded by Mr. Fallon, the following resolution was
ADOPTED:

WHEREAS, an ad hoc committee constituted by the ARRL Board of Directorstasked to
develop a plan toimplement a network to serve ARES at all levels (later known as
ARESCOM) has completed its assigned task and also hasimplemented a functional
digital network asa new tool for ARES; and

WHEREAS, the resulting functional digital network requires continuing direction and
guidance;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the ARRL Board of Directors establishes
acommittee, hereafter known asthe ARESCOM Management Team. Theteam shall be
appointed by, shall report to, and shall be over seen by the ARRL Field and Educational
Services Department; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the function of this ARESCOM M anagement Team
shall include, but not belimited to, the following:

a. Resolveremaining implementation details;

b. Overseethe overall management of the ARES digital network operation in
cooper ation with networ k subcomponent operator sto promote continuous
operation under all conditions;

c. Encourage and support new, alter native digital network modes when such
modes can be effectively used to expand the current ARES digital network;

d. Work with emer gency management officials at all levelsto promote the use of
the ARES digital network.

27. Mr. Frenaye, as Chairman, delivered an oral report on behalf of the ad hoc National
Convention Committee. On motion of Mr. Milnes, seconded by Mr. Frenaye, it wasVOTED that
thereport of the ad hoc National Convention Committee be accepted.

28. TheBoard wasin recessfrom 5:06 PM until 8:41 AM, Saturday, January 22, 2004,
reconvening with all per sons her einbefor e mentioned except I nternational AffairsVice President
Stafford, Director Bodson, and Vice Director s Fenstermaker and Stearns, who had to leave in
order to avoid travel delays resulting from severe weather. Mr. Shattuck wasin the Roanoke
Division seat at the Table.

29. On motion of Mr. Isely, seconded by Mr. Roderick, the following ARRL Legidative
Positions for the 109" Congr ess wer e unanimously ADOPTED:

Position #1: Consistent Application of FCC Limited Preemption Policy Toward Amateur Radio
Antenna Systems.



WHEREAS, the Federal Communications Commission in 1985 established a limited
preemption policy which fairly balanced the Federal interest in protecting and enhancing
Amateur Radio Emergency and Public Service communications and the legitimate,
reasonable exer cise of State and local land use jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, this policy hasworked well in the inter vening year sto encour agereasonable
accommodation of Amateur Radio residential antenna systems by municipal land use
authorities, and

WHEREAS, private land useregulations are pervasive and routinely frustrate the Federal
interest in promoting Amateur Radio communications, and yet Congressand the FCC
have each concluded that FCC clearly does havejurisdiction to preempt or limit private
land useregulationsto the extent that such regulationsfrustrate Federal communications

policy;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the American Radio Relay L eague supports non-
discriminatory application of the FCC'slongstanding limited preemption policy to all
typesof land useregulations, in order to effectuate theimportant Federal interest in
protecting and promoting Amateur Radio communications,

AND THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the American Radio Relay

L eague seeks Congressional instruction to the FCC to extend itslimited preemption
policy governing residential Amateur Radio antennas, so that private land use authorities
cannot preclude, but must reasonably accommodate Amateur Radio communicationsin
subdivisions and communities.

Position # 2: Support for Federal Preemption of Telecommunications Regulation
WHEREAS, a strong, coor dinated national system of telecommunicationsisin the
national interest;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the American Radio Relay L eague supports measures
to improve federal management of telecommunications, including strengthening and
improving the ability of the FCC to promulgate and enfor ce reasonable regulation of
transmitter, receiver, and antenna issues, of theresolution of electromagnetic
interference, and of operating rules.

Position #3: Radio Spectrum Management by Auction
WHEREAS, the management of allocation, assignment and auction of radio frequencies
isa complex technical task;

AND WHEREAS, spectrum auctionswer e introduced asa means of ensuring fair and
timely assignment of licenses, not asa means of generating revenuesto satisfy short-term
obj ectives;



AND WHEREAS, Amateur Radio, police, fireand other traditional public service users
savelives and property on an entirely non-commercial basis, but lack the resourcesto
participate in spectrum auctions;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the American Radio Relay L eague believesthat
spectrum auctions should not be used as a meansto offset specific budget items, and that
specific spectrum decisions should be made by expert professional agencies and not by
Congress,

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the American Radio Relay L eague believesthat
public service (including Amateur) radio frequency allocationsunder current US
regulations should now be statutorily exempt from auction or reallocation to commer cial
services, whether on aprimary or secondary basis, and that compensatory spectrum
should be allocated whenever FCC or NTIA determinethat an existing public service
frequency must bereallocated to another radio service.

Position #4: Preserve and Protect Amateur Radio Frequency Allocations
WHEREAS, frequencies allocated to the Amateur Radio Service arethe technological
equivalent of a" national park,” whereall may enjoy a natural resource for the purpose of
experimentation, education and voluntary emergency communications, provided they
demonstrate, through testing, that they areresponsible users,

AND WHEREAS, allocations to radiocommunication services protect those services
agains interference from unlicensed transmitters such asPart 15 devices,

AND WHEREAS, Americans, through the Amateur Radio Service, may use a limited
range of frequenciesthroughout the radio spectrum, often shared with gover nment
Ser vices,

AND WHEREAS, an increasing amount of spectrum issubject to possiblereallocation to
the benefit of private economic interests;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the American Radio Relay L eague supports
measur esthat would preserve and protect, on aprimary basis, Amateur operator accessto
existing Amateur Radio Service and Amateur Satellite Service frequenciesasa natural
resour ce for the enjoyment of all properly licensed individuals, and protect against
interference from unlicensed transmitter s such asPart 15 devices operating on
frequencies allocated to the Amateur Radio Service.

Position #5: Mandatory RFI Standardsfor Consumer Electronic Devices
WHEREAS, devicesthat emit radio energy are proliferating dramatically;

AND WHEREAS, many home electronic devices lack the necessary filtering and
shidding to function properly near the types of transmitters commonly found in
resdential areas,



AND WHEREAS, it isin the public interest to have arobust, interference-free
telecommunications environment;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the American Radio Relay L eague supports
requiring the Federal Communications Commission to develop and implement effective
mandatory standardsfor radio frequency susceptibility of consumer electronic devices.

Position # 6. Opposing Restrictions on Radio Reception
WHEREAS, in responseto widely publicized incidents ther e have been some effortsto
tighten the laws prohibiting the inter ception and disclosure of cellular telephone
conver sations,

AND WHEREAS, laws already exist prohibiting such conduct both in the
Communications Act (Sec. 105) and in the " Electronic Communications Privacy Act"
provisions of the Criminal Code (18 USC 2510 et seq);

AND WHEREAS, communications privacy in general isbetter achieved by technological
advancement than by law or regulation;

AND WHEREAS, statutory privacy prohibitionsimpede technological development and
have a detrimental effect on a broad range of lawful radio usersincluding some Amateur
operators, volunteer fire departments, emergency medical servicesand others;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the American Radio Relay L eague opposes effortsto
expand current prohibitions against thereception of radio signals beyond those that
already exist, except insofar as such efforts strengthen or clarify existing prohibitions,
and are specifically restricted to cellular and PCS servicesthat interface with wireline
communication.

30. General Counsel Imlay discussed several pointsfrom hiswritten report and updated the
assembly asto the progress and disposition of actionswith the FCC and possible routes of action
with respect to BPL.

31. On behalf of the President, First Vice President Harrison conveyed the committee
assignments asfollows:

At 11:00 AM, the
Committee of the Whole ar ose and reported to the Board. On motion of Mr. Vallio, seconded by
Mr. Bellows, it was VOTED to accept thereport. The Board wasin recessfrom 11:00 AM until



11:12 AM at which time, in view of an impending winter storm, Directors Fallon and Butler and
Vice Director Birmingham left the meeting. Mr. Donahuetook the Southeastern Division seat at
theTable.

33. On motion of Mr. Weaver, seconded by Mr. Roderick, the following resolution was
unanimously ADOPTED:

WHEREAS, the ARRL asamember society exists because of itsmembers; and

WHEREAS, the degree of dedication its membershave toward ARRL representsits
strength; and

WHEREAS, the member ship of the ARRL consists of radio amateur sdedicated to
promoting the best interest of the Amateur Radio Service; and

WHEREAS, the ARRL Board of Directorsisalso intent upon acting in the best interest
of the Amateur Radio Serviceand itsARRL members;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the ARRL Board of Directors enthusiastically
acknowledges and thanksthe ARRL membersfor their continued dedication and support.

34. On motion of Mr. Walstrom, seconded by Mr. Milnes, the following resolution was
proposed:

WHEREAS, the ARRL Web siteisthe official web site of the ARRL ; and

WHEREAS, the ARRL Web siteisavaluableresour ce and benefit tothe ARRL
member ship;

BE IT RESOLVED that the ARRL HQ staff management shall order the update of the
operation of the ARRL Web sitesothat all current and timely information currently on
the Web site shall be accessibleto direct links on the website home page or " Members
Only" page.

After voting the motion FAILED.

35. On motion of Mr. Vallio, seconded by Mr. Roderick, it wasunanimously VOTED that the
ARRL 2004 Bill Leonard, W2SK E, Professional Media Award, be awarded to Randall D.

L arson, of San Jose, California, to recognize his contribution to Amateur Radio and hisarticleon
ham radio assistance in emer gencies which appeared in the July, 2004, issue of Homeland
Protection Professional (Applause.)

36. On motion of Mr. Bellows, seconded by Mr. Isely, it was VOTED that the Programs and
Services Committee consider establishing a Triple Play Award Operating Award. The purpose of
the awar d isto encour age oper ating activity and the acquisition and development of operating



skillsusing a variety of modes. The object of the award isto contact each of the 50 United States
in each of three modes, Digital, Morse, and Phone (" triple play").

37. On motion of Mr. Bellows, seconded by Mr. Roderick, it was VOTED that the ARRL
funding criteriafor Landmark Antenna--Zoning appeals be amended to read asfollows:

The ARRL Board adopted proceduresfor limited antenna case funding. These must includethe
following factors:

(1) Antenna case funding should be limited to appellate decisions only, since those
provide precedent that iscitable authority for other amateursto use. A trial court decision
isnot precedent for any other case.

(2) Case funding should be limited to not more than $10,000 per appeal, so asto
maximize the number of casesthat can be funded with the limited funds available.
Funding islimited to the amount of the L egal Resear ch and Resour ce Fund, and any
donations subsequently received for such Fund.

(3) The appeal must have substantial merit on the facts of the case.
(4) 1t must present a significant issue of law.
(5) Theremust be areasonable likelihood of success on appeal.

(6) There must be some financial participation at the appellate level of the amateur and
thelocal amateur community.

(7) Thefunding of appealswill be limited to:

a. Appealsin Federal Courtsof Appeal. Federal courtshaveafar wider scope and
the precedential value of Federal appellate decisionsis more substantial.

b. In those instanceswhere a Federal District Court decision isreported and the
decision has precedential value the committee may recommend partial
reimbur sement of costsincurred.

c. State appellate decisions are limited in precedential value. Except in
extraordinary circumstances where a decision hasa clearly demonstr able benefit
to aggnificant number of Amateurs, funding will not be available for state court

appeals.

Finally, all decisions on funding made by the Antenna Assistance Committee, formed in
July 2000, must be unanimous. The Committee consists of two ARRL directors, one Vice
Director, an experienced attorney not a member of the ARRL Board, and the L eague
Counsel.



38. On motion of Mr. Roderick, seconded by Mr. Milnes, the following resolution was
ADOPTED:

WHEREAS, the Board of Directorshasreceived and considered a draft petition for
rulemaking proposing a flexible means of band segmentation principally by maximum
bandwidth, rather than by emission type; and

WHEREAS, following Board review and substantial member ship input on this petition,
and detailed analysis of this member ship input, the Executive Committee made certain
recommendations for modification of the draft petition; and

WHEREAS, certain aspects of the petition neverthelesswarrant further review,
clarification and justification befor e the petition can befinalized;

NOW, THEREFORE:
1. Thedraft petition shall be amended in the following respects:

a. In the segment 10.135 to 10.150 MHz, non-telephony emissions not to exceed 3
kHz bandwidth can betransmitted.

b. Test transmissions authorized on most frequencies above 51 MHz shall not be
permitted to be" continuous.”

c. Section 97.309 shall be clarified to specify that amateur stations may use any
published digital code aslong as other rules are observed.

2. The Executive Committee shall, not later than June 30, 2005, further consider and
evaluate theramifications of retaining, deleting or amending section 97.221(b) and/or
97.221(c) regarding automatic control of digital emissions. This evaluation shall include,
but not be limited to, the effect of these rules, and the effect of proposed changesin these
rules, on APRS and other current and planned digital communicationsin the HF bands.

3. Theamended petition, and the Executive Committee'sfurther report pursuant to #2
above, will be presented to the Board for itsfurther consideration at the next Board
meeting in July, 2005.

39. President Haynie named the member s of a new committee, the Ad Hoc Committee on
Scouting: DirectorsFuller (Chair), and Morton, and Vice Directors Mileshosky, Edgar, and
Fenstermaker. The committeeisto study the interface between ARRL and scouting
organizations and make recommendations for improvement, and survey ARRL and scouting
literaturefor effectiveness and adequacy.

40. On motion of Mr. Norton, seconded by the entire assembly, it was unanimousy VOTED to
thank staff, especially Lisa Kustosik, KA1IUFZ, for their hard work to ensurethe success of this
meeting (Applause.)



41. There being no further business, those present wereinvited to makeinformal closing
comments. On motion of Mr. Morton, seconded by Mr. Walstrom, it wasVOTED that the
meeting be adjourned at 12:16 PM.
