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Elwood Downey, WBØOEW, designed a 
two-axis satellite tracker system that needs 
no prior alignment with respect to Earth’s 
surface. The tracker relies on a 9-degree-
of-freedom sensor attached to the antenna 
boom, and to a GPS receiver. The system 
tracks an Earth orbiting satellite in real-time 
with an accuracy of 2 degrees.
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
